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1. BACKGROUND

Australian Rail and Track Corporation (ARTC) submitted a State Significant Infrastructure (SSI) application to
construct and operate the Parkes to Narromine (P2N) Inland Rail Project (the project) under Part 5, Division
5.2 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 (EP&A Act). The project was approved by the
Minister for Planning in June 2018 (SSI 7475).

The project has also been subject to approval under the Commonwealth Environment Protection and
Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act). The P2N project was declared by the Commonwealth Minister
for Sustainability, Environment, Water, Populations and Communities to be a controlled action under the
EPBC Act on 11 October 2016. The project was approved by the Commonwealth Minister on 31st August
2018.

As the proponent of the project, ARTC is required to prepare and submit a Pre-Construction Compliance
Report (PCCR) to meet the compliance requirements of the project approval.

1.1. Project Timing

Construction of the project is expected to commence in December 2018 for a period of approximately 18
months. Rail operations are expected to commence from mid-2020, with full Inland Rail operational
connectivity expected by 2024.

2. PURPOSE

In accordance with conditions A25 to A27 of the Planning Approval for Critical State Significant infrastructure
(CSSI 7475), this report has been prepared to outline the Pre-Construction Compliance Report which has
been developed to outline the details of how the terms of the CSSI that must be addressed prior to the
commencement of construction have been complied with and the proposed date for construction.

The CSSI recognises and allows for a staged approach for construction and operational activities, whilst it is
not envisioned at this time that construction will be staged, if staging is required details will be provided in a
Staging Report and will be submitted to the Secretary for information.

3. OBJECTIVES
This PCCR addresses conditions A25 to A27 of the CSSI as outlined in Table 1 below.
