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What is soil contamination testing?

Soil contamination testing involves collecting soil
samples from different areas of a site to check for
harmful substances like heavy metals, chemicals or
other pollutants.

These samples are then analysed in accredited
laboratories to determine the type and concentration
of pollutants present.

This practice is essential for evaluating environmental
health risks, guiding remediation efforts and ensuring
compliance with environmental regulations.

Temporary traffic changes near you

To safely carry out this work, Edmondson Street
Bridge will be closed to all traffic between

6pm and 7am. Traffic will be detoured through Erin
Street and Railway Street.

Traffic management will be in place on streets where
required to minimise traffic disruptions and ensure the
safety of our workers and all road users.

Motorists are advised to drive to the conditions, obey
signs and traffic control, expect traffic delays and
allow extra travel time during this work.

What can | expect?

e temporary road closures at Edmondson Street
and traffic management will be in place, with
detour signage to assist those impacted by road
closures

e access for residents and properties will be
maintained under traffic control

e reduced speed limits of 40km/h near work areas
e delivery of materials and equipment to the site

e nearby residents will hear some noise and
notice vibrations during this time.
