Works programmed to best minimise noise impacts.

All plant and equipment to be decontaminated before leaving
site

The asbestos is being disposed of to a licenced waste facility.

These measures ensure the work is completed safely, with controls
in place to prevent any risk to the community or the surrounding

environment.
