What can | expect

Unfortunately, some construction activities are inherently noisy

which cannot be avoided. Properties near these areas can expect to

hear:

¢ Excavation activities involving the removal of existing surfaces
such as rock, soil, bridge segments, bridge abutments, existing
roads and transportation of materials

¢ Heavy vehicle movements, geotechnical investigations and
pavement coring.

¢ Loading, unloading and moving equipment including cranes and
construction materials

e You may see an increase in deliveries of plant, equipment and
materials to all our site compounds, ancillary facilities and
laydown areas in the lead up to the possession. (lllabo, Marinna,
Olympic Highway Underpass, Kemp Street and Wright's Oval.

e Construction machinery and equipment operation.

Temporary traffic changes near you

¢ During construction, vehicle movements will be to and from site,
as well as on site.

o Traffic controllers will be in place to safely direct traffic as needed

How we’re managing impacts

o Works programmed to best minimise noise impacts.

o Use of low-tonal reversing alarms on all plant and equipment and
turning off equipment when not in use.

e Instructing workers to keep noise to a minimum and being
respectful of our neighbours.

o Water carts onsite to assist with dust suppression and fire risks.

* Onsite noise monitoring to be conducted to ensure compliance
