What can | expect

Unfortunately, some construction activities are inherently noisy which cannot

be avoided. Properties near these areas can expect to hear:

o Excavation activities involving the removal of existing surfaces such as rock,
soil, bridge segments, bridge abutments, existing roads and transportation of
materials

* Heavy vehicle movements, geotechnical investigations and pavement coring.

¢ Loading, unloading and moving equipment including cranes and materials

e You may see an increase in deliveries of plant, equipment and materials to all
our site compounds, ancillary facilities and laydown areas in the lead up to the
possession.

o Construction machinery and equipment operation

* Backhoe, ballast equipment, compactor, compressor, concrete agitator truck,
elevated work platforms, excavators, front end loader, generator, grinders, hand
tools, hi-rail equipment, hydraulic tools, jumping jack, lighting towers, mobile
cranes, plate compactor, positrack, rail saw, road sweeper, rollers, telescopic
handler, truck & dogs, light and medium rigid vehicles, vacuum trucks,
watercarts.
